It Is Not Too Late To Plan a 

Vacation Bible School

Concerned about the salvation and spiritual training of the children in your church and town? Vacation Bible School is a wonderful tool to use to teach children basic Biblical truths. It is also a very effective evangelism tool. 

 Pray for workers. Purchase the basic J-FORCE VBS kit from the Nazarene Publishing House. Go to www.vbs2005.com or telephone the NPH at 1(800)877-0700 and order the discounted, money back guaranteed starter kit. Recruit workers. Plan and advertise. Keep praying that God will reach children through your Sunday School’s VBS.  

Bible School can be conducted:  During the day—In the evening—On five Sunday nights—Or on five Wednesday evenings. Do you remember that someone worked and sacrificed for you to have a VBS when you were a child? Hurry—The kids are getting older!

Every Church of the Nazarene needs to use the excellent "Word Action" Sunday School curriculum. The materials are holiness based from start to finish. Year after year the materials get better and easier to use.

Sunday School Responsibility List

Our church Manual states that: “Each local church should assume responsibility for reaching all persons in the community who are not actively involved in another local church. To Assist in this mission, maintaining three lists will be helpful.”  Included are:

(a) Active Responsibility List.  This is the traditional enrollment list and shall include all persons who declare their willingness to attend with some degree of regularity. Each teacher is expected to be responsible for the spiritual welfare of those on his or her class Responsibility List.

(b) Prospect List.  These are people who we will try to influence to attend Sunday School. 

(c) Extended (outreach) Ministry List.  This list shall include all persons who are regularly involved in an outreach Sunday School ministry, but not in a regular Sunday School session each week…"

 This list should be used as a prayer list. Some churches are in the unhelpful habit of dropping people from their SSRL after they miss a few weeks or months of class. The usual result is that these people are forgotten. No one prays for them. No one invites them. No one tells them about Jesus. Our responsibility is to try to win the world and we are to start in our own areas. 

Enrollment/SSRL should be kept current, and reported each month in the district’s Sunday School report when Sunday School and Morning Worship average attendance is reported.  That is on the afternoon of the last Sunday of the month. It should also be reported accurately on the Pastor’s annual report. 

Everybody ought to go to Sunday School. The men and the women—The boys and the girls—Everybody ought to go to Sunday School. It is our job to find them, invite them, teach them, and love them.
