He has given us positive outlooks and attitudes to be able to proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord!

He has told us to tell the people that God will bring justice to this world.

He has given us sensitivity to be able to comfort those who mourn and grieve.

He has given us deep joy down in our souls, so that we are able to tell and show the praise and joy of the Lord!  We are to glorify our God and not man!

He has given us the Fruit of the Spirit so that we can tell and show the lost that there is peace and joy through Christ.

We each have an “Anointed Calling” to be Missional by picking up the PACE!

 It Pays To Plan
Small groups are important building blocks in any church.  Encourage your Sunday School classes to schedule class meetings, class parties, dinners, and outing.  These events will help bond class members and make excellent points of entry for newcomers. 

 Think about starting new Sunday School classes.  Go to http://www.nazarene.org/ssm/index.html
 for ideas and holiness centered materials on subjects of interest to potential students.   Many Sunday School teachers have told me how much they enjoy the new “Word Action” materials and discussion/study series books.  www.nph.com  Schedule the class for 13 weeks, one quarter.  If it works, keep it.  If does not work, drop it--no one should be embarrassed, because the time was limited before the class began.  Tinker a bit and then try, try, try again.  

 Do not neglect your children’s participation during the fast approaching Advent Season.  Give each children’s Sunday School class a few moments in each Advent service to share a Christmas skit, song, poetry or video clip that they have prepared.  Parents and families will come to see their children perform/minister.  

 Children profit spiritually and emotionally by attending Nazarene Summer camps.  Make plans now to discover ways to help the children in your Sunday Schools raise and save money to attend next year’s July 17 to 22 Children’s Camp at our Windsor Hills Camp and Retreat Center.  Rick Smith, Director, is already recruiting committed counselors.    

 Plan to advertise your Sunday School for free on local community access television.  Compose and type a simple news release announcing “Sunday School for the New Year.”   Label it “News Release” and E-mail, fax or hand-deliver it, well ahead of time, to your local newspapers.  Study the style that the paper uses and write your copy in the same format.  If you do not get your news release printed, do not get angry or frustrated.  Speak to one of the paper’s editors and ask them to help you put future releases into the proper format.  Most papers are interested in local events and are glad to fill space with local flavor.  Most editors are glad to give advice to those who ask with kindness.
