It seems absolutely impossible to your natural mind. But, I tell you, that nothing is impossible with Me. If you will only take the first step, I will transport you by My Spirit. Only believe, walk on in faith, and leave the rest to Me. You will be amazed at what I will do in your life, says the Lord.” In verse eight of Psalm 24, it says this:

8 Who is this King of glory?  The LORD strong and mighty, the LORD mighty in battle.

9 Lift up your heads, O you gates; lift them up, you ancient doors, that the King of glory may come in.

10 Who is he, this King of glory?  The LORD Almighty--he is the King of glory.
